Selection Committee Past Practices

Certificate of Appreciation - Normally, Mission Peak awards 20 certificates each year.  They are presented in recognition of service to Tiger Groups, Cub Scout Packs and Dens, Boy Scout Troops, Venture Crews, Varsity Teams or on district and council activities.  

Mission Peak Plaque - The district awards ten plaques each year.  Occasionally one is awarded to a family or group.  Usually the recipients have received a Certificate of Appreciation.  Each has displayed service of noteworthy performance over a period of years.

Award of Merit - The district is allowed to present one to an individual for each 25 packs, troops or crews registered in the district as of December 31, 2009.  The current maximum is four.  Usually the individual recipient has received a Mission Peak Plaque and Certificate of Appreciation.  Each has displayed service of outstanding merit to a pack, troop, crew or the Mission Peak District for a considerable number of years.

WHAT

The Boy Scouts of America has a program to recognize registered adult contributions to America's youth.  This program is in addition to the training recognition plans for Cub Scout Leaders, Boy Scout Leaders, Venture Crew Advisors and Commissioners.  The national plan presents Silver Buffalo Awards at the national level, Silver Antelope Awards at the regional level, Silver Beaver Awards at the council level and Awards of Merit at the district level.  To supplement this program the district has adopted two additional awards - the Mission Peak Certificate of Appreciation and the Mission Peak Plaque.  

WHO

The eligibility requirements for these awards is the same - YOU decide that a registered adult leader has gone above or beyond the norm.  YOU tell the selection committee WHY.  Anonymous nominations are discarded.  They do the rest.  Normally, each award is presented to an individual and only once.  This is not a hard and fast rule and the committee always considers the circumstances outlined in the nominations.  See the reverse for the committee’s past practices.  

HOW

There is a usually a nomination box in the building where Round Tables are held; you can snail mail the nomination to the Advancement and Recognition Committee, Chair Merl Nygren at 1048 Bedford St., Fremont, CA  94539-4602; you can E mail it to nygreme@att.net, or you can telephone him at 510-651-5972.  Remember YOUR nomination is worth the paper that it is written on.

Needless to say the more information provided, the greater the probability that the committee will not make mistakes.
